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Dynamics GP Installation Notes
1) Insert the CD into the CD ROM drive.
2) If your system automatically recognizes the CD when it is put in, a menu will pop up with 3 different choices (Dynamics, Dynamics C/S+, Dynamics Additional Products) 
If your system does not automatically recognize the CD, follow these simple steps:

a. Click the Start button

b. Go to Run

c. Click the Browse button and select the drive letter for your CD ROM drive

d. Double click on the file called Cdsetup.exe

e. Click on OK

f. The menu with choices as described above should now appear
3) You should click on the _____________ button.  You should now be “welcomed to Dynamics” for the beginning of the setup procedures.

4) At this point, you will be prompted to make sure you’ve exited all windows programs.  Once you have finished reviewing the rest of this screen, click on the Next button.  This brings you to the Software License Agreement.  At this screen you want to click on the Yes button to continue.
5) The next screen you will come to is the Select Dynamics Configuration window.  Here you select whether or not you want to install in a multi-user environment or a single-user environment.  You want to choose _______ and click Next.

Note:  If you are doing a single-user installation, the next menu you will come to is Select Complete or Custom Installation.  You should choose Complete unless otherwise instructed.  Click Next.

6) In the Select a Country screen, you need to make sure that the checkbox next to United States is marked.  Click the Next button to move on.

Note:  If your company does business in other countries, you can select those countries here as well.

7) You are now brought to the Select to Install Server or Client screen.  You have two choices here, Server and Client Installation or Client Only Installation.  You want to choose the radio button next to _________________ and click the Next button.

8) In the Select Database Information screen, choose the radio button next to _____________ and click Next.

9) In the Select Dynamics Application Components screen, make sure the checkbox next to Dynamics Application is marked and that the destination folder is C:\Dynamics.  Click the Next button to continue.

10) This brings you to the Select Dynamics Online Help Components screen where you can just leave things as they appear (All options in the Components box should be checked and the Destination folder should be C:\Dynamics\Online).  Click Next.  
If a pop up window appears saying this folder does not exist and asking you whether or not you want to create this folder, click on the Yes button.

11) C:\Dynamics is the Server Data Directory you want to choose in the Select Server Data Path screen.  Click Next to continue.

12) The next screen you come to will be the Create Client Template Installation screen.  Unless you are otherwise instructed, choose the radio button next to “No, don’t create a template” and click Next once you get to this screen.

13) Next is the Select Program Folder.  Choose the folder called Great Plains Dynamics and click Next.

14) If you are prompted to create this folder, again, click Yes to continue.

15) At this point you are asked to Verify Settings.  This screen basically reviews all the information you have supplied throughout the setup process to this point.  Review this information to make sure everything is correct and click Install.

16) At this point, Dynamics will install all of the files needed to run Great Plains Dynamics.  This will take a few minutes.

17) Once Dynamics has finished installing the proper files on your computer(s), a screen entitled Install Additional Products will appear.  Unless you are advised to install specific components, all you need to do is click Next.

18) The Setup Complete screen should now appear and here you just want to click Finish.

19) When you do that, Dynamics Utilities should be launched.  This program must be run before you can use Great Plains Dynamics itself.  

20) Once you’re in Dynamics Utilities, you get a screen entitled Welcome to Dynamics Utilities.  Read over the message here and click Next.

21) In Set Up Account Framework, enter ____ in the space for Maximum Account Length and ____ in the space for Maximum Number of Segments.  Click on the Next button.

22) In the Set Up Account Segment Lengths, you can change each of your segment names and set up the length.  You should enter the following and then click Next: _______________________________________

23) Next is the Additional Sorting Options window.  At this window you want to click the radio button next to No unless otherwise instructed.  Click Next to continue.

24) After clicking Next, you come to the Verify Account Framework screen.  This is where you can review the information you have supplied to the program throughout the Utilities setup.  If any of it is incorrect, you need to go back and change it now, because, as the screen suggests, it will be permanent and unchangeable if you click on the Next button.  If you are satisfied with the information shown here, click Next.

25) When asked if you would like to save the account framework, click Yes.  Again, if there are any changes to be made, you must back track and take care of that now.

26) On the Enter System Password screen, simply follow the instructions and click the Next button.

27) Enter your registration keys in the screen entitled Register Dynamics and then click Next.

28) In the Create Initial Data screen, simply click Finish.  At this point, Dynamics Utilities will finish the installation process for you and you will be ready to use Great Plains Dynamics by clicking on the Launch Dynamics button in the Additional Tasks screen.
